Shanghai (optional extra) is a unique 
city with a distinctive combination of a 
rich cultural history and a business-
centered approach to life.  You will be 
o�ered the chance to spend two days 
in Shanghai for sight-seeing and 
soaking up the atmosphere of this huge 
and vibrant city.

Hangzhou (included) is the capital of 
Zhejiang Province. It is a busy but 
beautiful city, with its renowned West 
Lake represented on some currency 
notes.
